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Town of Danville Launches Official Website

          

Danville—The Town of Danville announces the launch of its official website on the world wide web. The www.danvilleindiana.org website provides a host of useful information about local government services, news and events, and community activities. 

With a grant from the SBC Technology Foundation, Danville’s website was developed by eGov Strategies, an innovative website design firm specializing in municipal websites. 

What makes Danville’s website unique is a built-in feature that allows department heads to update the content of their pages anytime they need to. “Citizens will have up-to-the-minute access to a wide range of information and services. For example, they’ll be able to go online and read the minutes of the most recent Town Council meeting or check the dates of the fall leaf pick-up schedule,” states Gary Eakin, Danville Town Manager. “Today’s technology makes a website one of the best tools we have to disseminate information to the citizens of our community,” Eakin continued.

Not only will the website allow citizens to receive information, but they’ll also be able to communicate with the Town as well. “During the spring and summer, we get a lot of calls about  overgrown yards and abandoned vehicles. Now residents can report those types of public nuisances through the website,” explained Eakin.  An interactive feature on the website gives citizens the convenience of reporting a public nuisance. “Once a report has been filed online, it’s automatically logged into a comprehensive tracking system which allows us to manage the complaint more efficiently. Plus it gives the added benefit of allowing citizens to check on the status of their complaint just by logging on to the website,” explained Laura Qualitza, Town Planner. 

The public nuisance report  is the first of several interactive applications that will be added over time. “We wanted our website to be something more than just an infomercial about the Town—we wanted it to provide a tangible benefit for the citizens. We think we’ve accomplished that goal and we’re excited to be able to offer an increased level of service to the Danville community,” said Eakin.

Danville, Indiana was founded in 1824 and serves as the county seat for Hendricks County.  The Town of Danville has an estimated population of 6418 and covers approximately 6 square miles in the heart of Center Township.
