Election of officers for 2008
G. Eakin motioned to elect L. Thompson as President of the PC, A. Harvey seconded and the motion was carried 6-0.

G. Eakin motioned to elect E. Cook as Vice President of the PC, M. Anderson seconded and the motion was carried 6-0.

M. Anderson motioned to reappoint G. Eakin as Secretary of the PC, A. Harvey seconded and the motion was carried 6-0.
M. Anderson motioned to reappoint E. Cook to the Board of Zoning Appeals, J. Martin seconded and the motion was carried 6-0.

New Business:
A. Request for extension of preliminary plat approval for Woodfield on Washington 
Andy Kult, legal representative, appeared before the PC seeking an extension of time on the Preliminary Plat approval for the future section of Woodfield on Washington. Given the current economic status of the national real estate market, and the local market in particular, Mr. Lawson, developer of Woodfield on Washington, has been forced to postpone development of Phase III. 
A.Kult explained that the developer will stand behind the agreement to construct the additional portion of the water main along State Road 39 to complete the necessary loop using the regular 8” pipe. A. Kult asked whose responsibility it would be if the Town wanted larger pipe. 
G. Eakin stated if the Town wanted 12” pipe instead of the required 8” the Town would be responsible for the cost difference. 
The Plan Commission discussed how the Stormwater Regulations would be introduced to the project since they did not exist when the project was started. 

L. Parker stated that they would be applied when the construction plans were reviewed.     
G. Eakin motioned to grant the two-year extension of the preliminary plat approval for Woodfield on Washington contingent upon the petitioners agreement with the requirement that was granted in the 2006 extension approval to construct the water main along SR 39 to create a looped water supply system.

B. Architectural style review for three lots located in the R2C District on High Street
L. Parker took the floor briefing the PC on Case #08-02, approval of prevailing architectural styles for multiple new home construction in an R2C District. Staff  reviewed the styles of 63 houses within a minimum two-block area of the subject property, and was able to identify the following architectural styles:
· American Four Square

· Bungalow

· Colonial Revival

· Contemporary
· Double-pen

· I-House

· Italianate

· National Folk

· Queen Ann Cottage

· Ranch- single story & split level

· Spanish Eclectic

Staff recommends at least a minimum of four styles be identified as “prevailing” to allow a range of choices that are appropriate to the neighborhood. 

L. Fuller motioned to allow all prevailing styles listed except Contemporary and Spanish Eclectic for property located on High Street.
